“Bringing Museum Education Techniques to your Classroom”

Museum educators teach with and through the collections in their museums (objects, data,
ephemera, primary sources, visual culture) and in so doing help visitors learn about a subject
or theme in ways that often look and feel different from lessons in a standard school
classroom. And students often respond in new and excited ways. In this workshop,
participants will explore some of the keys to museum education—focusing on object/cultural
product-based learning, inquiry-based lesson design, and objective/object integration-- and
consider the ways in which these approaches might be applied to his/her own classroom. This
workshop is relevant to all subjects although examples will be drawn from history, the
humanities and the arts. Time will be devoted to both learning from inquiry/objects and
drafting strategies to integrate these approaches into a future lesson/course. Participants are
encouraged to come with an idea for a lesson or unit that they have been hoping to redesign
Or reenergize in some way.

Elizabeth Duclos-Orsello, Ph.D. is currently a Fulbright Scholar in the Department of
American Literature, School of English at Aristotle University in Thessaloniki, Greece. She
is Associate Professor and Coordinator of American Studies in the Department of
Interdisciplinary Studies at Salem State University in Salem, MA (USA). Among other
professional roles as a public-facing scholar and activist, she has worked as a museum
educator at the Minnesota History Center and has, for more than a decade, consulted for
museums and historic sites in Minnesota and Massachusetts including the Nichols House
Museum, the House of the Seven Gables and The US National Park Service. In addition, she
has directed or co-directed three “Teaching American History” grants funded by the US
Department of Education which provided professional development for hundreds of teachers
learning to use the sources and sites of local history to reengage their students. She authored
the “Picturing America” tool for helping public libraries and educators teach with great works
of American art, and guest-edited a special issue of the Journal of Museum Education
focused on the ways in which museums can work to address and serve their local
communities. She has sat on the boards of numerous museums and cultural institutions and is
currently a member of the Board of Trustees of Mass Humanities, the Massachusetts arm of
the US National Endowment for the Humanities.
